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The Regional Transportation Commission of Southern Nevada (RTC), as the designated 
Metropolitan Planning Organization is amending the FY 2009-2012 Transportation Improvement 
Program (TIP) to adjust funding programs and add projects.  The following are the highlights of 
this amendment:

¥ Add RTP Project # 4354 - US 95 at Summerlin Parkway Project Ð Perform preliminary 

engineering to construct HOV flyover and bridge connecting Summerlin Parkway and 
US 95 in FY 2010 in the amount of $40,000,000 funded by NDOT State Gas Tax.  
 

¥ Add RTP Project # 4356 - Downtown Las Vegas, F Street Project Underpass - 
Construct two lane underpass beneath I-15 between McWillaims Avenue and City 
Parkway in FY 2012 in the amount of $20,000,000 funded by Ad Valorem Property Tax 
funds. 

 
¥ Add RTP Project # 4357 - A project in Boulder City to install Highway Advisory 

Service (HAR) system to provide information in FY 2010 in the amount of $350,000 
funded by Federal High Priority Funds.  
 

¥ Add RTP Project # 4046 - Stephanie Street Project from Russell Road to Patrick Lane 
to widen the roadway to four lanes and construct other half of the bridge over I-515 in FY 
2012 in the amount of $6,000,000 funded by the Federal Surface Transportation Program

¥ Modify RTP Project # 108 to add RTP Project # 4358- Cactus Avenue at I-15 project to 
advance grading and drainage flood control work in FY 2010 in the amount of 
$11,500,000 funded by the Federal Surface Transportation Program Funds.

¥ Add RTP Project # 2057- A project to install ÒArts in TransitÓ at Bonneville Transit 

Center, South Strip Transfer Terminal, Centennial and Westcliff Park and Ride, 
and other selected ACE shelters and bus stops and integrate them with street art in 
FY 2011 in the amount of $500,000 of which $400,000 is funded by Federal Transit 
Administration and $100,000 funded by RTC Local Sales Tax..  
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Other Changes:  
 
The end of the Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 funding adjustments to balance the program and moving 
the un-obligated funds from FY 2009 to FY 2010.   
 
General Note:  
 
This TIP amendment is consistent with the Regional Transportation Plan 2009-2030, and funding 
is expected to be available, which does not require conformity analysis.
